Please give your personal testimony that led you to receive the Lord Jesus Christ as your personal lord and savior? In addition to this, please explain your basic beliefs.
I joined Faith City, RCCG at Ijaiye Ogba, Lagos, Nigeria and became born again Christian on December 25, 1993 during the Ministration of Pastor Okey Onuzu titled “The Wise Still Seek Jesus”. 
Even through trials and tribulations I have served the Lord for the past 30 years in many capacities, as a member of the Decoration department, Then as a Minister in Charge of the Technical Department under Pastor Deola Mensah and Rev TT Mensah, then as a Choir Leader for 5 years. 
I have been a Minister in Charge of several departments including the Bookshop, Maintenance and ministering the gospel of Jesus Christ with signs following - Mark 16:20.
My ministry has always had an emphasis on helping and supporting and showing the love of Christ to the helpless, less fortunate and hopeless.

I continue to look unto Jesus the Author and Finisher of my faith.
I teach and minister when called upon according to the grace of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ and His anointing and ability.
I  believe in one God (Father, Son, Holy Spirit), the Bible as God's infallible word, salvation through faith in Jesus Christ, holiness, divine healing, and the baptism of the Holy Spirit with speaking in tongues.

Briefly describe how you demonstrate Christian character and leadership.

I seek to serve rather than be served. Matthew 20:26-28: “Yet it shall not be so among you; but whoever desires to become great among you, let him be your servant. 27 And whoever desires to be first among you, let him be your slave— 28 just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.”
· I avoid pride by staying humble and I recognize that all my gifts and abilities come from God. I lead in a way that lifts others up rather than seeking personal glory.
3. I practice compassion and empathy:
· In all circumstances, I am kind and loving and I demonstrate compassion in my interactions with others. I show love to those around me, whether they are my friends, family, or strangers (John 13:34-35).
· I listen to others without the intent to respond; I am empathetic toward people's struggles, whether they are physical, emotional, or spiritual. I show that I care and this helps others feel valued and understood.
4. I lead by example:
· By modelling Christian values: I live a life that reflects Christ’s teachings and an infilling of the fruit of the Spirit. This includes honesty, patience, kindness, generosity, love, peace, longsuffering,  goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness, self-control and a commitment to justice. 
Others can see the love of Christ through my life and interactions and actions with others. Galatians 5:22-23 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law.
· I try as much as possible to be consistent: Consistency in my character is crucial. People look to leaders for guidance. When they see me living out Christian values, they’re more likely to follow my example.
5. I am prayerful and depend on God:
· I seek God's guidance: I stay consistent in regular prayers and scripture reading which is vital to maintaining a strong Christian character and walking with the Holy Spirit. When faced with decisions or challenges, I seek God’s direction through prayer and reading the Bible.
· I trust God in my Leadership: As a Christian leader, my strength and confidence come from God. I depend on His wisdom, and do not lean on my own understanding. In all my ways I acknowledge the Most High God (Proverbs 3:5-6).
6. I demonstrate forgiveness and grace by:
· Forgiving others: As Jesus taught, forgiveness is essential for Christian living (Matthew 6:14-15). I am quick to forgive those who hurt me and extend grace even when others don’t deserve it.
· I create a culture of grace: I lead by example in offering grace, not only through forgiveness but also in showing patience and understanding toward others' shortcomings.
7. I encourage and uplift others by:
