THE PERSONAL TESTIMONY OF MY CHRISTIAN FAITH AND MINISTRY

Reflecting on my past, | am particularly thankful for my mother’s strong influence on her children. As a
committed Christian, she left a profound mark on me from early on through her actions at home, her
interactions with others, and her passionate sharing of the gospel during our family devotions. | believe God
used her as a guiding force throughout my spiritual journey.

In September 1991, | experienced a powerful transformation at an annual program hosted by the Foursquare
Gospel Church. There, | fully surrendered my life to Christ and publicly accepted Jesus as my Lord and Savior.
The church organized yearly events for teenagers, known as Junior and Senior High School Crusaders, which
were invaluable for evangelism, follow-up, and discipleship for both youth and leaders invested in children’s
ministry. That year, Pastor Patrick Olakulehin was the guest speaker at our camp; his message deeply
impacted me. When he invited us to commit our lives, | responded wholeheartedly, determined to return
home changed and start anew with Jesus. Accepting Christ brought me immense joy and the assurance that |
was truly born again.

Upon returning to church, | joined the new believers’ class, completed both the new believers’ and baptismal
courses, and was baptized by immersion in 1993. Later, | attended the worker's class and began serving as an
usher. By God’s grace, | also took on roles as secretary and treasurer for the junior high group, eventually
becoming the general secretary of the senior group. That same year, | received the baptism of the Holy Spirit,
accompanied by speaking in tongues.

Later on, | went to the University of Ibadan, where | became a member of the Ibadan Varsity Christian Union —
NIFES. There, | received valuable discipleship and training for the master’s Mission. I'm grateful for my time
with IVCU, as it provided a solid foundation that continues to benefit me today. | was actively involved in the
prayer group and later served with the ushering team. After university, | joined the International Christian
Faith Mission and took on the role of Choir leader.

Subsequently, | had the opportunity to attend Shell’s intensive Training program; during this period, |
participated in the campus fellowship at Edjeba Training Center in Warri. By God’s grace, | served as Vice
President and Financial Secretary/Treasurer of the SITP Christian Fellowship. Upon finishing the program, |
returned to ICFM and resumed as Choir leader before relocating to the United States in 2003 by God’s mercy.

When | arrived in the US, | joined Victory Christian Fellowship in Oakland, California. There, | served as
assistant choir leader, assistant Sunday school teacher, drama minister, youth coordinator, and was an active
member of the prayer team. Later, | moved to Montana for graduate studies and became involved in the
Family Worship Center of the Foursquare Gospel Church in Butte, serving in the choir. During my program, |
interned briefly in Houston, TX, which gave me the chance to join RCCG - House of Victory during its early
stages. When the parish acquired a property in Katy, we relocated, and | continued serving in the choir unit
under Pastor Michael Oladejo, the pioneering parish pastor.

After earning two M.Sc degrees in Geoscience and Geological Engineering at Montana Tech, | moved to
Canada to join my husband, where we worshipped at RCCG - House of Praise, Calgary. Lateron, we were
prayed for, sent forth, and transferred by the parish pastor, along with three other ministers and a worker, to
help start a new parish—RCCG Living Faith Chapel (LFC) - Pst. Israel Dunmade was appointed as parish pastor.
At RCCG-LFC, | officially completed the RCCG Worker’s in Training program in 2010 (graduation was postponed
till January 2011). By God’s grace, | served as assistant HOD for the choir and prayer unit at RCCG-LFC, Calgary.



In 2012, my husband and our Parish Pastor felt divinely inspired to pursue greater achievements in ministry.
With permission from both our parish pastor and zonal coordinator, we joined Pastor Joseph Lasisi to help
establish a new parish—RCCG Open Heavens Calgary. By God's grace, | served as a BOT member, Treasurer,
and Head of Choir at RCCG-OHP until God led us to a new mission: starting RCCG Dominion Restoration Chapel
in Airdrie. We've lived in Airdrie for about six years. During that time, God called my husband into pastoral
ministry, giving him a vision specifically for Airdrie.

We shared this vision with our parish pastor and zonal coordinator, sought their advice, prepared thoroughly,
created a detailed proposal for church planting, and obtained all necessary approvals.

By God's grace, at RCCG-DRC, where | now serve, | am an active minister and worker. My roles include serving
on the Board of Trustees (BOT), Associate Pastor-Minister-In-Charge (MIC) of the choir, overseeing treasury/
finance, ushering, welfare and hospitality, as well as children’s and women’s ministries.
